 We are just a few weeks away from celebrating the most important event in history—Jesus 
Christ’s victory over sin and death in His resurrection from the grave on Easter morning.

 Our Lord’s atoning death and bodily resurrection are cardinal doctrines of the Christian faith 
that Dallas Theological Seminary believes, teaches, and defends with unwavering commitment.
